Antroji kdrinio dalis yra optimistiSkesnés dél fakto jog Kupidonas skrenda atgal pas savo mylymaja
atleides jai ir trokstantis su ja susituokti. Nepaisant to kaip renkatés jsivaizduoti Kupidono skrydzio greit;,
turékite omeny jog Kupidonui skristi yra lengva. Karinyje neturéty bati daugiau didesniy pauziy nei dvi
kadangi skaidant karinj j smulkesnes dalis yra rizika prarasti kirinio veiksmy eigos logika.

Cupid is a piece written according to “Cupid and Psyche” story from the Latin novel Metamorphoses
written in the 2™ century AD by Apuleius. The piece itself should reflect both the feelings of Cupid after
the betrayal of Psyche and flight after he forgives her and wishes to take her to his father Zeus in order
to marry her. Piece starts from when Cupid finds out about the betrayal and leaves his beloved feeling
disappointment which step by step grows into anger. Second half of the piece is more optimistic for it is
a flight back to his love after he forgives her and finds out that she is the only one. There should be no
more than two major stops in piece performance, for it is only two moments which both takes place in
flights. No matter what flying speed of Cupid you prefer to imagine you should consider that it is easy
for him to fly. This is why | prefer the piece to stand as single movement as possible.
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
